Requesting credentials to access PDM APIs
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Overview

Product Data Management (PDM) delivers API services to our external vendor partners via the Best Buy gateway called API Defender or APID. Requests
are secured via a token (i.e. OAuth2).

All requests to APID require an Authorization header with a Bearer JSON Web Token (JWT). Here are the basic steps:

1. Vendors generate a time limited token via the Best Buy Falcon secure token service.
2. The Best Buy Falcon token service requires a client id and a secret.

To onboard a vendor we must securely provide the client id and secret. To maintain security, we ask our vendors to use GNU Privacy Guard (GPG) to
encrypt/decrypt these values.

Here is the basic flow for using GPG.

. The vendor generates the public/private GPG key.

. The vendor emails Best Buy the public key.

. Best Buy creates the client id and secret with the appropriate PDM API access policies for sandbox (a.k.a. stage) and production environments.
. Best Buy encrypts a file with the client id and secret using the vendor's public key and emails it to the vendor.

. The vendor decrypts the file with their private key.

4. Email the gpg public key file to PDMCustomerSupport@bestbuy.com. Please do not export and send the private key.
5. It may take several days for Best Buy to create the file containing the client id and secret.

Steps to decrypt client id and secret received from Best Buy

1. Best Buy will email the encrypted file (e.g. example-pdm-client-info.txt.gpg)
2. Save the file to a folder (e.g. Downloads)
3. Decrypt the file:

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@ Before working through these instructions, be sure you have successfully received your client id and secret.

Overview

Product Data Management (PDM) is a web service that allows vendors to maintain product item and content data. Vendors access PDM through another
Best Buy system, API Defender (APID). Follow the instructions below to test integration between your application and PDM. The PDM stage environment
is a sandbox.

PDM service access via APID require token authentication, specifically OAuth2. The basic flow for making any request is:

1. Using your client id and secret, fetch a token given the proper scope.
2. Use the token in the request to the related PDM endpoint (related to the scope in the token request)

Overview

Product content records hold shopper facing attributes. For example
1. Feature bullets
2. Images
3. etc
Product item records hold attributes necessary for Best Buy administration of the product. For example
1. Warehouse storage (trade item hierarchy)
2. Store display (planogram)
3. Purchasing (loose and unit cost)
4. etc

The attribute definitions are available for a product content record by category name on the Category Definition Services.
